¥ new addition to Princeton Presbyterian Church, which will more than
double the space of the existing building at 545 Mcadow Road, is being
- framed by Bossart Builders; it’s unique look has been designed by Prince-

ton architect Saphire Associates.

o The “pothic-like design is an example of new techniques that combine
; S 2 concrete, wood and stedd to create a “hybrid” approach to framing and
- construction. The foundation corners and piers which hold the main
frame of the building are based on traditional reinforced concrete. Pre-
cast concrete panels by Superior Walls were used to in-fill, and to make
the curved front of the church. The combination of these processes

saved time and money and minimized waste on-site.

Barden Church Building Systems is providing design services and the

~ ’ . majority of building materials, including the pre-engineered panel systems
used to enclose and finish the building. When completed, Princeton Pres-
byterian will have significant window detail, a “slate-like” roof, a stone
exterior and a 100” bell tower.

The overall structure of the addition, which includes the arches and stair towers, is constructed of a glu-
laminated wood frame, designed off-site and erected on the foundation to a height of +30 feet. The

stained wood frame will be revealed throughout the sanctuary, creating a warm and classic look. An

outdoor plaza will be accessed by a walk-out entrance at the hall level. Architect Joc Saphire, Project Manager Don Miller
